Visited at home by an agent on a civil matter? /)
1. Total disengagement is always lawful — keep doors and mouth shut 8 R TD'
“No man shall step on my ground without my licence”: Entick v Carrington \ )/ B

[1765] i.e., no agent has the right to enter or force entry to a private home.

If you do engage, ask for paperwork. If none offered or they say it is on an ipad, they are in trespass.
Give three trespass warnings. You may now apply reasonable force to remove — record the incident.
Actual paperwork must bear court seal, be signed by judge with order date. Otherwise, fraud.

No right to clamp car or seize private possessions — “exempt goods” under Enforcement Regulations.
Never answer questions or comply with requests. This only escalates the issue.

You must be the one asking the questions or answering a question with a question.

Get agent’s details and credentials. Report belligerent bullies to the Association of enforcement agents.
9. Usethe ‘Golden Question’: “What claim are you making over my property?”

10. If an agent threatens to call the police, that is assault. Stay calm and call them yourself.

11. If the police attend, ask them if they are observing code of best practice of national police chiefs’ council.
12. Be ready to remove police. Recite section 26 Criminal Justice and Courts Act 2015:

Abuse of Position by Constable EzAE

(1) A police constable listed in subsection (3) commits an offence if he or she— (=



(a) exercises the powers and privileges of a constable improperly, and
(b) knows or ought to know that the exercise is improper.

(2) A constable guilty of an offence under this section is liable, on conviction on indictment, to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 14 years or a fine (or both).

13. Same as above: keep door and mouth shut except to ask questions. Scan Me
14. Ask them to produce a warrant card and badge number(s). Also ask if they have a search or arrest
warrant. Without paperwork, they need your consent. Say “l do not consent. | do not wish to contract”.
15.817 Police and Criminal Evidence Act 1984 allows warrantless entry for “indictable”
crimes: Murder — Manslaughter - Rape — Robbery — Burglary - Serious Fraud - GBH - Drug
Trafficking plus preventing serious threat to life/property or recapturing someone unlawfully at large.

16. Remember, police with no warrant or lawful excuse are gaslighting and committing assault/trespass.
17. If threat of arrest persists without reasonable cause, quote Police & Criminal Evidence Act
1984 Code G - arrest must pass necessity test or be unlawful. Officer risks job. Record the incident.

If arrested — do not take it personally. We are at war.

19. No obligation to cooperate or give name / address or even say anything: Rice v Connolly [1966].
20. Any cooperation should be made “under duress” and “reserving all unalienable rights”.
21. No right to take fingerprints unless offence is imprisonable.
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
